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BRITISH WATERWAYS AND THE ENVIRONMENT AGENCY TAKE MAJOR STEPS TOWARDS COMPLETION OF BOAT SAFETY SCHEME REVAMP
The Re-published Boat Safety Scheme Check List Items With Additional Commentary

Guidance Notes

The attached sheets show all Boat Safety Scheme Check List items along with their status following the work of the navigation authorities to simplify the Scheme.  The status of these Check List items only applies to private boats and their owners.  Hire boats, public passenger craft (with less than 12 passengers) and all other boats not privately owned must comply with, where applicable, all Boat Safety Scheme Check List items.

Each Part of the BSS Standards is now split into two categories: Mandatory and Advisory.  Private boat owners will be required to comply with all Mandatory Check List items to gain a licence for navigation, and actively encouraged to comply with all Advisory items, in effect meeting all requirements of the Boat Safety Scheme.

Commentary is given beneath each Part highlighting the change in status for certain Check List items and what this will mean for private boat owners and navigation authorities alike.  It contains important information on the provisions being made by British Waterways and the Environment Agency to help private boaters comply with the Scheme’s full requirements.

Where appropriate, the commentary draws on the views and opinions of individual boaters and representative groups and shows why the navigation authorities have designated particular Check List items as either Mandatory or Advisory.  Both the Environment Agency and British Waterways are grateful to those individuals and representative groups for the valuable contributions made by them in this process of simplifying the Scheme.

Those commentaries on Mandatory Check List items shown in italics represent where a previously designated Time Limited Exemption has now been re-affirmed as a Mandatory requirement for all boats.  Non-compliant private craft have until 30 June 2002 to meet these Check List items, unless otherwise indicated.

Other commentary is provided to show how differing recommendations from BSS Committees and individual boaters have been considered in the re-publication of the Check List items.

This re-published list of BSS Check List items and associated commentary should be read in conjunction with the media release of the same title and issue date.  The BSS Standards and guidance notes contained in the Scheme’s ‘Blue/Grey’ Booklets should also be referred to in conjunction with these documents.  (‘Blue/Grey’ Booklets will be replaced with The Boat Safety Scheme Guide from January 2002).

Commentary on Part Two Mandatory Check List items

· 2.3.7/2.3.8/2.3.9/2.3.10
Deck connection markings

The navigation authorities originally considered these related requirements would become Advisory Check List items and designated them as Time Limited Exemptions in February 2001.  After hearing of incidences where fuel has been incorrectly placed in unmarked deck connections and subsequently entered the galley through water taps, placing it close to sources of ignition, the navigation authorities believe these Check List items limit the risk of fire or explosion.  It was also noted that an average of 71% of individual boaters agreed with Mandatory status.

· 2.7.1
Petrol/paraffin tank unprotected against heat source

The navigation authorities considered the presence of highly flammable fuel such as petrol or paraffin in close proximity to sources of heat must be regulated.  More than three quarters of all boaters who took part in the consultation agreed with regulation in this regard.  The revised requirement represents full harmonisation with the relevant European Standard.  

· 2.8.1
Tube sight gauge

The potential for glass/plastic tube gauges to be damaged and so allow the contents of the fuel tank to spill into the bilge persuaded the navigation authorities to confirm this Check List item as Mandatory.  A slight majority of boaters also agreed (55%), and the revised requirement represents full harmonisation with the relevant European Standard. 

· 2.10.1/2.10.2
Electrical bonding of fuel tanks

The potential for petrol vapour to be ignited by a spark caused as a result of a build up of static electricity during the refuelling process persuaded the navigation authorities to confirm these Check List items as Mandatory for petrol powered craft.  The revised requirement represents full harmonisation with the relevant European Standard.

· 2.12.1/2.12.3
Fuel supply and return lines to main fuel tank

The increased risks of fire or explosion caused by petrol over diesel lead the  navigation authorities to confirm these Check List items as Mandatory for petrol-powered craft. (Other revised requirements apply to diesel powered engines). The revised requirement represents full harmonisation with the relevant European Standard.

· 2.14.5/2.15.1
Spill rails & connections on diesel-powered craft

The navigation authorities, after extensive research, investigation and tests into complaints from individuals and a boating group concerning the requirement for metallic spill rails or a suitable, fire-resistant hose, has concluded that these materials offer the best form of protection against the risk of leaks fueling a fire or leading to an explosion.

Independent investigations have shown that where modifications in line with the BSS requirements are incorrectly installed, failure through engine vibration can occur.  The navigation authorities will work towards increasing  awareness of how modifications should be installed – by a competent fitter – and grant a period of six months, until 30 June 2002, for boat owners to comply with this requirement.  The BSS Office will continue to liaise with professional engine marinisers to look for compliance options that may be available.

The navigation authorities recognise the importance of efficient connections for all fuel pipes/hoses to minimise the risk of leaks leading to fire or explosion. This revised requirement represents harmonisation with an advanced draft of the relevant European Standard.

Fuel pipes submerged in bilge water
The navigation authorities accept the BSS Technical Committee recommendation that this item remain Mandatory since the risk of corrosion allied to the difficulty in inspecting the condition of fuel pipes obscured by water is unacceptable.  The BSS Advisory Group will be asked to consider this Check List item further.

· 2.21.1
Engine, unable to reverse from steering position
The navigation authorities accept the BSS Technical Committee recommendation that this item remain Mandatory since being unable to slow or stop a boat moving forward presents an unacceptable and avoidable risk of injury or death to others, for example to those in un-powered craft. The BSS Advisory Group will be asked to consider this Check List item further.

Commentary on Part Two Advisory Check List items

· 2.1.1
Filling pipe not at deck level
This Check List item has become Advisory on the unanimous advice of the BSS Committees.  The navigation authorities are confident that the prevention of fuel entering any part of the vessel is adequately addressed in Check List item 2.1.2.

· 2.6.2
Fuel tank position
The navigation authorities recognised the limited risk of fire or explosion connected with a fuel tank having to be sited as low as is practicable.  They advise that issues of stress and fracture can occur, weakening a fuel tank, if it is improperly sited/suspended higher than is necessary.

· 2.8.3/2.8.5
Dipsticks
The navigation authorities encourage owners to use a calibrated dipstick that is fitted in such a way as to prevent possible damage to the bottom of a fuel tank.

Flexible tubing
The navigation authorities note that relevant European Standards do not restrict the use of flexible fuel pipe outside the engine compartment.  The revised requirement represents harmonisation with the relevant European Standard.

Engine stop control
The navigation authorities recognise the limited risk in not having the engine stop control situated adjacent to the steering position.

· 2.23.1
Cooling of engine cylinders
The navigation authorities recognise the very limited risk of fire or explosion from an over-heating engine.

The navigation authorities accept the BSS Technical Committee recommendation that this item should remain Mandatory for the same reason given in 2.21.1. The BSS Advisory Group will be asked to consider these Check List items further.

· 4.5.3
Propulsion motor master switch, inoperable from steering position
Both the BSS Technical & Advisory Committees recommended that this Time Limited Exemption should be reaffirmed as Mandatory, a position the navigation authorities have adopted.  It was recognised that the inability to quickly shut down systems capable of providing a source of ignition to any fuel nearby presented a level of risk unacceptable to the navigation authorities.  Over two thirds (67%) of individual boaters who responded to the consultation on Time Limited Exemptions agreed with this position.

Battery – exhaust ventilation fan not automatically switched
The navigation authorities recognise that the build up of potentially explosive gases such as hydrogen can lead to fires and explosions.  This Check List item is reaffirmed as Mandatory and supports the advice of both BSS Committees and 63% of boaters.

Along with confirming the status of one Time Limited Exemption as Advisory, the navigation authorities accepted the unanimous recommendations of the BSS Committees to re-designate a further ten Check List items as Advisory in Part Seven of the BSS Standards.

The navigation authorities considered this part of the BSS Standards in great detail, in line with the Review Team’s specific recommendations on LPG appliances and general usage.  They found a number of Check List items based upon published British Standards and installation practices did not provide entirely workable solutions when applied to private boats.

The Scheme’s co-sponsors also wrestled with issues of responsibility in relation to adequate ventilation and flueing of appliances, and in the main recognised a case for appliances and their ventilation requirements to become Advisory.  They also recognised the need for a balanced approach to the elimination of non-room sealed gas refrigerators as alternative forms of compliance become available.

LPG Refrigerators

The navigation authorities are, subject to consultation, giving four years’ notice that Exemption 11.25 which allows the continued use of existing non-room sealed LPG fridges will cease in 2006.  The process is based on known risks arising from a build-up of noxious gases from non-room sealed LPG fridges over prolonged periods of time that can lead to injury or death.

British Waterways and the Environment Agency noted evidence showing that poorly maintained gas fridges have caused fatalities in boat cabins and also note that LPG room sealed appliances are now becoming available.

The cessation of Exemption 11.25 will be brought about through a revision to the appropriate BSS Standard.  The change is subject to statutory consultation and other due processes and work will  begin in 2002 as part of the review to update the Standards.  Should this proposal come into force it will mean that boats undertaking an examination after 2006 must meet the requirements for a navigation licence to be granted, i.e. a room sealed LPG appliance or electric cool box, or converted to electrical operation or removed.

LPG Central Heating Appliances

Selection of new or replacement room sealed LPG central heating systems is confirmed as Mandatory.  Certain flue checks  will also remain Mandatory for these appliances in view of the Mandatory selection classification and the navigation authorities’ concerns regarding continuously operating central heating appliances and the potential for a build up of noxious gases over prolonged periods of time.

Commentary on Part Nine Advisory Check List items

All Boat Safety Scheme Check List items in Part Nine are now designated as Advisory.

However, laws governing the discharge of pollutants into watercourses, along with local byelaws imposed by individual navigation authorities, mean that there are requirements for sea toilets to be sealed shut whilst on some parts of the inland waterways network.  It also remains a legal requirement for houseboats to ensure proper disposal of sanitation waste.

Part Ten – Hire boats/New boats

All Check List items covered by Part Ten remain Mandatory requirements for all hire boats and public passenger craft carrying less than 12 passengers.  All Check List items are Advisory for CE marked privately owned craft.
